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Migration and the new social order
Introduction
The problem of immigration is one of the most important problems in the world after the “Great Warming” one.  Particularly it is more actual in those countries where the stress is put on the emigrational waves and where emigrants occupy noticeable part of  population-in Germany,In the Netherlands, France, Switzerland, Austria. The elections in the European countries namely the presidential elections in France proved that fact –and the problem of emigration is raised onto the most important level. 
The development of integrational processes in Europe, the joining of other 10 countries to the EU in 2004, and later the integration of Bulgaria and Romania in January 2007 brought both to obvious qualitative changes within the EU and also brought to the subdivision of world powers. The integrational policy of the EU itself is undergoing some changes. The pause between the latest enlargement of the frames of the EU and the one expected in the future is supposed to be rather long.  The heavy burden of problems (social, economic, institutional and migrational) piled inside EU, becoming more complicated by the new wave of joining of 10 new countries, different in their social-economic and cultural-historical standards, redoubled by the admission of Romania and Bulgaria-the poorest of all post-Soviet European countries. It’s obvious that the enthusiasm of European politicians outweighed their pragmatism to the real situation - the break in the economic sphere alone is rather troubling: the degree of economic development of all 8 central European countries, integrated into the EU 2 years ago is equal to the degree of economic development of the Netherlands which is the greatest donor of the EU taking inti account the number of population.
The Eurobarometer took a critical turn when an agreement was achieved with Turkey concerning the beginning of negotiations about the perspectives of its joining to the EU. More than half of Eurocitizens have skeptic attitude towards the further enlargement of the EU, expressing doubts whether the integration is able to guarantee further development of EU or the success of the integration will turn out to be more prior.

Economic and political situation in the core of migration
In 2002 in Barcelona the EU formed a united model “based on the effective economics, also on the high level of social protection, education and social dialogue”
. Considerable changes have been marked in the social policy since that time.  The new tendencies of its development intensified the social structure. However, the new expansion, accompanied by unparalleled amplification of migrational waves, is being interpreted by the developed democratic countries of Western Europe as a factor of new social risks, the complication of already existing poor economic conditions as a potential threat to the social stability inside the EU.
The process of European migration  underwent considerable changes after the collapse of the USSR and after the abrupt deteriorations of social-economic situation in post-communist countries – millions of people moved to the Western Europe. The intensity of the forced migrants that came to a very high level at the end of the 20th and at the beginning of 21st centuries are explained not only by changes in the political system (collapse of communist bloc) but also by the territorial expansion of the armed conflicts as well-in Yugoslavia and post-soviet countries situated on the European continent, as well as in Asia and Africa. In 1992 the number of refugees from territory of Yugoslavia only (Serbia and Chernogoria) reached to 220.000people,from Bosnia and Hertzogovina (as a result of an armed conflict)-to 14.000people.In the middle of the 1990-s more than 134.000 refugees from the Eastern Europe  seeked a political asylum in the West.
Nowadays according to the statistics of International Organization of Labor more than 90 mln citizens live out of their countries. In Europe (including the countries of the EU, Iceland, Norway and Switzerland) permanently or not  from 36 to 39 million people immigrants live from different countries which makes about 8 % of European population. http://www.framtidsstudier.se/eng/globalMobReg/munz.pdf.с
 In connection with this, a United immigrational policy was elaborated in accordance with EU standards. In 2004 the Haaga program was accepted (for the period of 2005-2010) on the base of which  the ideas of freedom, security and justice in the immigrational problems inside the EU countries are put.
On the eve of the forthcoming expansion of the EU the former General Secretary of UN Kofi Anan assured that not only the immigrants need Europe but the Europe itself needs them: “The closed Europe will be poorer, weak and aging, on the contrary the open Europe will be juster, richer, younger and stronger on condition that you’ll succeed in conducting the migration”
. This announcement not being deprived of rational basis, evoked a rather skeptical response, especially among the British conservatives who perceived in the migration a threat to he European identity.
The problem of migration is one of the most complicated as it touches all the functional spheres of the society – social-economic, demographical, political, intercultural communication. supporting the reunion of the Old World’s countries, EU is ware of the consequences that the opening of borders will cause, first of all the instabilization of the working markets, labour marketsand failure in managing the stream of migrants that cover the territory of the EU unequally. taking into consideration the positive effect of the expansion of EU – potential economic growth and the dynamic economic growth of the West European countries which may be expected as a result of high scales of immigration, the negative consequences must be revealed upon the unmanageable process of migration. The labor markets being constantly overloaded made the majority of the West European countries (members of EU before the expansion) make new immigrational limits of  7 years-up tp 2010.

The optimism of Demographs supporting the stream of foreigners to the Europe  who are able to give a new impulse to the demographic situation in European countries (low level of reproduction of inhabitants as a result of decline in the child-birth, the tendencies of aging for whole Europe) is not shared by many European countries who consider that the new immigrational wave will puzzle the complicated process of their integration to the European society. Those doubts not lastly are explained by the fact, that the last wave of immigration, which is continued even nowadays, is significantly presented by refugees from Asian and African countries. So, the stream of refugees, from 26-49 thousand people, from Turkey during the second half of 1990’s were basically presented by Kurds, who have been subject to political pressures and persecutions in Turkey. The stream of enforced immigrants from Afghanistan was rather stable, to 9 thousand people annually, and also from countries such as Lebanon, Bangladesh, Iran, Pakistan, India, Vietnam, Iraq and China.

The problem of identity and its consequences

Cultural geography, which is so widely presented on the European continent, results in acknowledgment of failure and crisis of European identity. In the context of European integration a transformation of former identity is taking place, which is characteristic to the nation state.

A new unification is formed and as a consequence problems not only of borders rise but also of identity, traditional for Europe identity is being ignored. Mass immigration of representatives of various cultures and beliefs into Europe, the necessity of their existence under one general European cultural territory make the idea of united Europe considerably vulnerable and very remote.

The indifference of the Western world towards developing countries has an effect of a boomerang: the immigrants, who have to abandon their native lands, in the search of means for surviving, most often end up being in Europe, United States, etc. and, not being able to integrate into the new society, become dangerous for the Western civilization itself. The events of 2005 in France obviously demonstrated the whole danger of the immigrants’ policy of “isolation”, when the solitary settlement of the immigrants from the countries of Magribe in the suburbs of Paris becomes the cause of new social differentiations, hindering rather than supporting the immigrants’ integration to French society.

Since the immigrants considerably influence upon the process of forming a new European identity, a special interest presents the analysis of social and psychological bases of immigration in modern phase.

As the statistics show, a great part of immigrants abandon their historical land in the search for better life conditions; the other part represents refugees from “melting pots”. Also, the researches discover a rather strong motive: people’s claims for free mobility (noted in pg. 13, Declaration of Human Rights). It is impossible not to agree with the fact that for the present day human being freedom begins from the ability of moving in distance: “Free movement in distance (and the presence of distance as means of realizing freedom) is first of all a choice, a choice for your movement; and wherever there is choice there is also a chance of fulfilling a rational action,” mentions S. P. Bankovskaya
. The ideas of displacement freedom, as the initial form of personal human freedom, lied in the basis of the concept of “social ecology” of Robert Park, classic of American social science. “Till the moment when a human being is attached to the land, - says Park, - till the moment that he is governed by nostalgia and regular homesickness, returning him to the familiar places, sometimes he may not completely realize the characteristic ambitions for a human being, which include moving on earth freely and without obstacles and living according to the pure spirit in mind and imagination”. Even more, the idea as an attribute of a free person is established by Park as “a process due to which both the direction of the future distance and the localization of the inquisitive aim are defined”
.

On the other hand, the realization of displacement freedom in new conditions, in conditions of “democratic mobility”, when everybody has the ability to make that freedom real, brings to the fact that the immigration processes become unpredictable, representing with them the factors of risk and social tension, also definite threat towards the social order: “The new social order,- Bankovskaya mentions,- makes a cosmopolitan  out of the “freed” immigrant, who looks at his former(also at the  new) world keeping away form it, as if it is unfamiliar. While in those characteristic features of the stranger there is some kind of danger: because from the very  beginning, from the times of the   great migrations of the tribes and nations, immigration was considered to be an intrusion, let it be even more “civilized and rational”, it is collision, something related to war”
.
Multiculturalism  and social order in the context of pre and post migrational processes

A multilevel society, differentiated according to many bases, assuming a chance of various civic statuses with various rights and duties, is becoming a reality for most of the modern societies.

In the discussed context the problems of identity and multiculturalism on the present phase of European integration acquire special importance.
Both the national and international crises of identity are one of the characteristic features of modernity. The idea of European identity in conditions of formed cultural diversity is especially problematic, though the European continent has never been homogeneous in terms of cultural relations. 

In spite of the so much characteristic for European societies cultural variety and formally declared equality, the immigrants do not become equal members of society and remain marginal for some generations. And only in some of the developed countries cultural diversity is accompanied with its political representation as their necessary conditions of integrating to the society.

Difficulties on the way to the social integration are caused by the forming ethnic groups, by keeping their cultural identity different from that of the dominating ethnos.The exclusion of immigrants from political and cultural life of the society results in the development of weak immigrant cooperation formed upon ethnic and confessional principals.  With this reason the ethnic consolidation of the immigrants brings to an even greater isolation from society, actualizing their special cultural identity. 
Ethnic minorities are  specified not only upon cultural-confessional peculiarity but also upon the geographic one: communities are mainly concentrated in big cities and inside the cities they are concentrated in definite regions. Such situation is present about everywhere in Europe- in France, in Great Britain. In the majority of cities in Britain “ethnic communities live ”parallelly” with the rest of the society and are rearly considered to be an equal member of it”.   http://www.wdi.ru/  Ethnicity in townparts is acquired by the British as an expansion by foreign population tightening them from the residencies they used to live in.
The complex process of the integration of different cultures and the formation of a united multicultural society are thought to be the necessity of intercultural interactions. The process of intercultural communication predicts overcoming intercultural variations as a circumstance of social interaction. Not going deep into the theoretic discourse of multiculturalism, in general features we just try to underline the problems connected with the forming of cultural-pluralistic society which causes immigration.

The concept of multiculturalism on the conditions of globalization and communication accessible to all, is one of the most articulated and widely discussed in the scientific literature. There is no suspicion in the fact that cultural pluralism is one of the most important characteristics of the modern society. One of the philosophers remarked that “pluralism contains unavoidable horizon of our existence”
. 

This refers directly to the western society, also to the European one, which is compound in ethnic, confessional, linguistic and cultural indications.

Taking into consideration the fact that the term is a polycemantic one   containing very different (but at the same time contradicting) interpretations, multiculturalism all in all is viewed upon as an alternative of the traditional cultural models. The politics of multiculturalism integrally comes from the settings of this or that society to the social integration. The instrumental character of politics of multiculturalism is  obviously illustrated by those countries where multiculturalism was proclaimed as official politics(Canada, Australia) and its introduction was first of all of functional nature. So, the Canadian doctrine of integrated multiculturalism is based on the unity of ethno-cultural and social inquiry of different categories of population and is dictated by the danger of Quebec separation. On the Australian case the official introduction of multiculturalism depends on the luring of the immigrational stream at the beginning of 70’s which could lead to unfavorable result for demographic and economic situation
.

What refers to the model of multiculturalism embodied in the United States, here the first and the most important problem in the social practice of the country has become the overcoming of the social diversity and all kinds of discriminations, including racial discrimination. In the conditions of maximal tolerance of American society to the cultural variety such problems as national(ethnic), cultural identity are excluded from the sphere of social-political interactions which first of all are dictated by the necessity of preventing from the danger of the government’s ethnic fragmentation
.

The researchers of multiculturalism remark that the multicultural projects realized in different countries though reflect the social-political experience and specification of these countries’ historical development, at the same time they discover one and the same tendency: the ambition of the delimitation of ethnic, lingual and confessional peculiarities with the politics. 

However, culture in compound societies first of all obtains actually in the context of ethnic and therefore ethno-cultural projects inevitably contain political impulse, reflecting the interests of certain groups. 

Cultural pluralism assumes such cultural styles, orientations, norms, cultural models freely, independent from his ethnic possession. In modern society the variety of cultures “instigates” the necessity of understanding “the other”, “the other culture”, variety of cultures as a permanent condition to get rid of the belief in one unique culture. The majority of analysts have the same opinion that multiculturalism must overcome the “connection” with the ethnics and displace the accents to the problems of social plan, defining the interests of society in its entirety. 

It should be noted that inside the ethnic groups limiting zones exist according to some bases, such as the long stay in the country, age, sex, the level of education, clan, the preceding experience in politics in different social associations and unions. All these in different ways influence on the immigrant’s mobilization and their participation in the social life, on the level of  “connection” with one’s own ethnic group and therefore on the level of freedom from it and to a great readiness on new communications, on the integration to a new society. One of the most important problems for immigrants is the getting of citizenship which, according to researchers, does not set aside the feeling of exception and alienation from the society. As a result of getting citizenship, they prefer the formal status to physical status which gives them an opportunity to take part in the social life. If in certain parts of the planet the satisfaction in the minimal necessity in food, habitation, health are sufficient for integration into the society, in post-industrial societies  this minimal list is enlarged by the necessity of getting such social welfare as being educated, the access of means of communication and information, social acknowledgment, etc
. In modern developed democracies the formal citizenship doesn’t provide the immigrants with their implication to the society, the most important factor of their integration is the providence of the conditions for their participation in social and political life of the society.

The politics of multiculturalism aimed at the integration of different ethnic groups to the society has the aim to provide the stability of the society, the citizenship agreement and the presentation of the territorial entirety. In this context the endless multiplication of ethno-cultural diversity is unproductive for any society. As Gescard’Estenne mentions in connection with multiculturalism and multicultural integrtional model “French identity is an accumulation of cultures which are gathered to enrich the initial seedbof cultures the sequences of which can easily be noticed. But this is not the existence of cultures side by side when each of them keeps its peculiarities and when the only thing connecting those cultures is their existence on one and the same territory at one and the same time”
..However, notwithstanding the ambition of European politicians to unite the political-cultural expanse, the majority of democratic countries have to take into consideration the parceling of the society. The problem of the government is in the orientation of the efforts and initiatives of ethno-cultural groups from private interests to international interests.
In this context attention should be paid to the fact that so called constitutional patriotism is being oftener talked over. As it is known this conception has been elaborated by U.Habermass and D.Stairnberg and supposed to change the national patriotism for pride of the democratic constitution. 
 Conclusion
Nowadays the society has to deal with an unprecedented incidents which are caused by higher technologies and by globalization. Those factors are considerably connected with the expansion and intensity of informational, cultural, financial criminal and emigrational waves. In the modern world which is dynamically being transformed where everybody is free to move in any direction the emigrational processes become unpredictable, are difficult to regulate creating danger directly for the social order. The problem here is how to make possible the existence of the freedom of movement, freedom of the choice of the citizenship together with the necessity of keeping the social order.
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
